Special by Jacek Hałas:  songs of wandering minstrels (pieśni 
dziadowskie). Jacek has researched the traces of homelessʼ 
rural songs in living tradition, ethnographic recordings and 
private archives, to bring them to life during solo performances. 
Homeless - "dziady" of ancient Poland, songs about saints, 
miracles, the end of the world, about death, wandering souls 
love and eternity. The main accompanying instrument is a 
hurdy-gurdy.
